*In “Tour to home improvement centers”, foreign exhibitors will be
taken to some of home improvement centers around Makuhari Messe
on August 30 (Sunday), the day following the final day of the show,
will attend a seminar about DIY and home improvement center industry
and will be given a chance to participate in a networking lunch.
