disaster area in their efforts to restart their daily life.

Even though several trade shows were cancelled in
response to tougher conditions in the society and
economic environment this year, the JAPAN DIY
HOMECENTER SHOW will be held so that we can
contribute to the reconstruction of the disaster area and
the economic recovery.
